	OPEN TO THE PUBLIC

A member of the public requested that the Parish Council arrange for Boyles Path to be cleared as it was impassable.  The Clerk has already requested Wessex Ground Services Ltd, to do this as part of their contact and they have responded indicating that they will do so..

Mrs Jubb raised concern regarding the website.  Nothing appears to be on the portal with regards to the previous planning meeting.  If the Parish Council is not prepared to keep it updated then they might as well take it down.   She felt that an out dated website was worse than not having one at all.  Councilors indicated that it might be useful to have one of the new Councilors allocated to the website working party to support updating the site.

Mr N McLeod Ash raised concerns will the difficulty of accessing information regarding Boyles Trust.  A meeting with local residents and businesses around Boyles School had taken place recently.  After this meeting contact was made with both Yetminster representative for Boyles Trust and Bob Owen.  There appeared to be a lack of clarity of roles, responsibilities and information to both residents and community.  This was not just with regards to the ongoing development but all aspects of the Trust.   Mr McLeod Ash asked for greater transparency of the Trust processes and that full reports were made available to the Parish Council and residents.   

Cllr Gould had also received concerns from a number of residents regarding the processes and transparency from the Trust.

Cllr Parfitt noted that as a Charity the Trust should be abiding by the Charity Commissions rules and that minutes should be brought to the Parish Council as well as being made public.
