The amount for ‘community venues’ is, therefore, just £968.  In addition to the above money, sums are collected as a contribution to education and these sums will be passed directly to Dorset County Council as the education authority.  
My main concern, and one that is shared by Cllr Lawrence, is that although there may be some community use of the proposed kitchen facilities, the main user would be the school and there are separate S106 contributions for education projects.  It may set a precedent is ‘community’ money is used to help meet educational need.
