	OPEN TO THE PUBLIC

Mr Barfoot asked what the Parish Councils had done with regards to the fencing at Mill Lane that had not received planning permission.  Cllr Gould reported that a letter had been sent suggesting they applied for retrospective planning consent.  Mr Barfoot also asked what action the Parish Council had taken with regards to the illegal tree pruning in Mill Lane which did not have planning permission.  Cllr Gould understood that the enforcement officer was aware of the action and agreed to chase up and report back to the next meeting.   

Mr P Lawrence reported that he had attended Sherborne Transport Meeting on behalf of the PC.  Rail services to Waterloo are to be improved in the long term with capacity being increasing through the increase length of trains.  There will not be an increase in the number of train journeys.  Bus services were discussed and routes for Yetminster and Ryme Intrinseca will disappear in July.  He asked that the Parish Council raised their concerns about this matter.  


DCllr Legg reiterated that the bus services are definitely going to cease at end of July.  Cutting 39 routes to just 7.  There is a Community tool kit that has been issued that may help PC find alternative solutions.  


DCllr Legg also informed the meeting about discussion on GP surgeries whereby there could be a relocation of the present number of surgeries with them working out of 3 community hubs with delivery at 8 different locations.  


DCllr Legg also noted that Gladmans was going to judicial review on the Ryme Road planning application.  If they win then the Secretary Of State would have to hold another enquiry.

An underspend on the approved Locality Grant was anticipated and they were in discussion with their Locality contact with a view to returning the unspent amount prior to making a further grant application for the work in phase III – the unspent funding is not lost and can be re applied for.


The school children have, through their Rights group, produced their own NP questionnaire and the answers, which are both very sensible and mature, make interesting reading and the NP Group would, where possible be acting upon their suggestions.
